CALL TO ORDER: 

 President Gary Myers called the meeting to order at 7:12 p.m.  Noting a quorum present, President Myers called for a round table introduction.

II. GUEST SPEAKER PRESENTATION:

Mr. Dick Keller introduced himself and his associates Jim Kurtz, General Manager of Reading Electric and Robert Orfino, Founder of ALPINE and gave a brief summary of what they are all about. Mr. Keller stated this was an informative meeting to let the members know what else is available as far energy and energy plans. Mr. Keller introduced Mr. Jim Kurtz, General Manager of Reading Electric Renewables. Mr Kurtz presented to the Board that the use of solar energy is fast becoming a renewable affordable energy resource. A 30 % Federal Grant is available to non profit groups for the installation of such solar energy systems. Mr. Kurtz also notes that his company partners with California based Borrego Company which has received $100 million to help finance the installation of solar energy systems. Local hires install the solar systems at zero cost to the municipality or taxpayer. All that is needed a tract (about 1 acre) land and an agreement. Currently most of the systems are located in Lehigh, Reading and Schuylkil areas.  Mr Kurtz lists 3 good reasons to explore solar energy plan. 1.) Someone else pays for it 2.) A municipality can lock into a price for the length of the agreement 3.) It is simple.
Mr. Kurtz then turned the presentation over to Mr. Robert Orfino, Founder of Alpine a Green Solutions Company.  Mr. Ofiono stated that his company finds ways to save their clients money by “retro conditioning”. Which means Alpine will come in to your business, anylize your systems and day to day operating energy uses for waste, they will then make the necessary changes and recommend other changes, such as light bulbs and air conditioning settings. Mr. Orfino notes that there is no cost to get started and will only take a pre-negotiated percentage if they save you money. The pre-negotiated percentage can be anywhere from 25-50% of savings.  Mr. Orfino notes that Alpine partners with American Energy and hires local workers.
