II. GUEST PRESENTATION:  

Mr Larry Collins, Business Development Manager for EnerNOC, shared an opportunity to earn money at no risk to the municipality through the PJM demand response programs.  Literature was distributed.  Municipalities willing to operate with generators of at least 200KW for a period of four to six hours during peak times between June 1 and September 30 may receive up to $20,000.  EnerNOC will visit your site and determine your eligibility.  They will install a smart meter at no cost to the municipality.
