CALL TO ORDER: 

President Gary Myers called the meeting to order at 7:17 p.m.  Noting a quorum was present, President Myers called for a round table introduction.

II. GUEST SPEAKER PRESENTATION:

Amy Kaunas, Esq. and Executive Director of Humane Society of Harrisburg, addresses the Board on the current proposed fee change. The Humane Society will no longer contract with municipalities on a/per animal rate, the user or per animal rate created too many discrepancies in billing each municipality accurately.  Therefore, the new 2011 agreement rate will be a flat fee of $1.00 times a municipality’s census population per the 2000 census. This fee will provide a definitive contract rate that can be planned into a municipal budget.  The Humane Society recognizes that several municipalities will see a significant fee increase. Therefore, the Humane Society will offer a two year phase in rate plan to lessen the financial burden while still providing their services.   Ms. Kaunas also strongly recommended municipalities write and mail to her a letter stating their suggestions and what their municipality would consider a fair solution to this problem.

· The 28th Annual COG Surplus auction was held on July 21, 2010. The auction grossed $89,000. The profit to the COG was $8373.00

· The Annual Picnic was September 13, 2010 at Sunset Golf Course.  We had 80 attendees and 30 golfers. It was a very nice picnic.

·  The COG audit was performed on October 12, 2010 by Ms. Marita Kelly and Mr. Steve Smith. All records were found to be in order and a letter of satisfaction will be mailed soon. 
· Middle Paxton Township has joined the COG making our total members 39 municipalities.
· E.D. Albert reminds the Board that it is in October when a Nominating Committee is formed.
