This is an entry level, full-time position with the Borough's Water Filtration Plant Department and involves routine manual work, which is usually very repetitive in nature, related to operating the Steelton Water Treatment Plant.  The employee is required to perform primary duties, which require physical labor.  Work involves the use of manual tools and power operated tools as well as regular monitoring of plant equipment, recording of water quality variables and DEP compliance metrics, and treatment of water based on operational guidelines.  The duties of the employee include a wide range of Borough activities, including light and heavy physical labor, indoor and outdoor work (regardless of weather conditions), work at heights, work in groups or alone, depending on the location and nature of the assignment.  The employee will receive assignments primarily orally and in detail, but may receive them in writing and the work is normally performed under supervision.  The employee is also required to be on call to answer any emergency calls and will be assigned to work in the other departments as needed.
